3.3 Radio interference
Operation of the microwave oven
may cause interference on radios,

m TVs and similar appliances.

¢ Place the oven as far away from radios and
TVs as possible. Operation of microwave oven
may cause interference to your radio or TV
reception. 2. Plug your oven into a standard
household outlet. Be sure the voltage and the
frequency is the same as the voltage and the
frequency on the rating plate.

¢ Incase of interference, it may be reduced or eli-
minated by taking the precautions given below:

3.4 Microwave cooking
principles

o Prepare the food carefully. Place the remaining
parts to the outside of the dish.

* Pay attention to the cooking time. Cook in the
shortest time specified and add some more time
if required. Overcooked food may cause smoke
or may be burnt,

o Cover the food while cooking. Covering the food
prevents any splashingand helps to ensure that
food is cooked evenly.

e Turn over food such as poultry and hambur-
gers while cooking them in a microwave ovenin
order to accelerate cooking of this kind of food.
Larger food such as roast must be turned over
atleast once.

e Turnfood such as meatballs upside down inthe
middle of the cooking and replace them with
each other from the center of the dish to the
outside.

3.5 Grounding instructions

This appliance must be grounded. This oven has a
grounding cable with a grounded plug. Appliance
must be plugged to a wall outlet installed and gro-
unded correctly. Grounding system allows a leak
wire for the electrical current in case of a short
circuit and reduces the risk of electric shock. We
recommend using an electrical circuit dedicated
to the oven. Operating with high voltage is dan-
gerous and may cause fire or other accidents that
would cause damage to the oven.

WARNING: Misuse of grounding
plug may cause electric shock.

3.6 Utensil test

Never operate the microwave oven empty. The only exception is the utensil test described in the follo-

wing section. Some certain non-metal utensils may not be suitable for using in microwave. If you are not

sure whether your utensilis suitable for microwave, you can perform the following test.

1. Place the empty utensil to be tested into the microwave oven together with a microwave-compatible
glass filled with 250 ml water,

2. Operate the microwave oven at max power for 1 minute.

3. Check carefully the temperature of the utensil being tested. If it is warmed up, it is not suitable for
use in microwave.

4, Never exceed the operating time limit of 1 minute. If you notice arcing during 1 minute of operation,
stop the microwave. Utensils causing arcing are not suitable for use in microwave,

1. Turn off the oven and remove the power plug
from the wall socket before cleaning.

2. Wait for the appliance to completely cool down.

3. Keep the inside of the aven clean. When food
splatters or spilled liquids adhere to oven walls,
wipe with a damp cloth. Mild detergent may be
used if the oven gets very dirty. Avoid the use
of spray and other harsh cleaners as they may
stain, streak or dull the door surface.

4, The outside surfaces should be cleaned with a
damp cloth. To prevent damage to the opera-
ting parts inside the oven, water should not be
allowed to seep into the ventilation openings.

5. Wipe the bath sides of the door and window,
the door seals and adjacent parts frequently
with a damp cloth to remave any spills or spat-
ters. Do not use abrasive cleaner.

6. A steam cleaner is not be used.

7. Do not allow the control panel to become wet.
(lean with a soft, damp cloth. When cleaning
the control panel, leave oven door open to pre-
vent oven from accidentally turning on.

8. If steam accumulates inside or around the out-
side of the oven door, wipe with a soft cloth.
This may occur when the microwave oven is
operated under high humidity condition. And it
isnormal,

9, Itis occasionally necessary to remove the glass

tray for cleaning. Wash the tray in warm sudsy
water orin adishwasher.

10. The roller ring and oven floor should be
cleaned regularly to avoid excessive noise.
Simply wipe the battom surface of the oven
with mild detergent. The roller ring may be
washed in mild sudsy water or dishwasher.
When removing the roller ring from cavity
floor for cleaning, be sure to replace in the
proper position.,

11. Remove odors from your oven by combining
a cup of water with the juice and skin of
one lemon in a deep microwaveable bowl,
microwave for 5 minutes. Wipe thoroughly
and dry with a soft cloth.

12. When it becomes necessary to replace the
oven light, please consult a dealer to have it
replaced.

13. The oven should be cleaned reqularly and any
food deposits removed. Failure to maintain
the oven in a clean condition could lead
to deterioration of the surface that could
adversely affect the life of the appliance and
possibly result in a hazardous situation.

14, Please do not dispose this appliance into the
domestic rubbish bin; it should be disposed to
the particular disposal center provided by the
municipalities.

15. When the microwave oven with grill function
is first used, it may produce slight smoke and
smell.
